SERVICE DOG IN THE SCHOOL
Why is that Dog allowed in the school?

That dog that you refer to is a Service dog for a disabled person.

Where are Service dogs allowed to be?

Service dogs are allowed to go anywhere that you can go.  Think of it this way, would you tell a person they couldn’t bring their wheelchair or hearing aid or crutches in?  If not, they must be allowed to bring their Service dog in.

But they don’t look disabled?

Not all disabilities are visible, and it may be a very personal thing, so don’t ask unless the person volunteers!

But that doesn’t look like a Service dog.

Service dogs may be any size, sex or breed of dog. 

What are some of the things the federal law (American Disabilities Act) says about Service Dogs? 

*The federal law does not require them to be certified, carry ID or be 

   “dressed”.

*The federal law does not require a person to demonstrate how their dog  

   helps them. 

*The federal law does not require a person to reveal what their disability is.

*The federal law does not specify the number of Service Dogs a disabled 

   person can have.

Please do not attempt to:

Pet, feed, call, speak, whistle at, kiss at, or otherwise distract a Service dog.  To do so may cause injury to the disabled person, the Service dog, or you may cause the Service dog to be corrected.
